When a bee, legs heavy with pollen, approaches a flower is this an
annunciation? What can the Ancestor Mountain teach us about crucifixion and resurrection? Is
the song of the robin a visitation for me? How am | experiencing the mysteries today in my own
body, in the particular ecology I inhabit?
